The work requires the use, operation and maintenance of small hand tools and 

power equipment. Utility and pipeline distribution and electrical experience is preferred.

PHYSICAL WORKING CONDITIONS/PHYSICAL DEMANDS: 

Work is normally performed in outside in possible adverse conditions. 

Ability to lift 50 pounds to a height of four feet. 

Ability to read, write, speak, and comprehend English 

Ability to be on an on-call basis as needed which may include nights and weekends. 

Ability to be on 24 hour emergency stand-by duty when required. 

PRIMARY RESPONSIBILITIES: 

• Ability to use motorized equipment such as tractors, all terrain vehicles, dump trucks, and

backhoe.

• Ability to lift 50 pounds to a height of four feet.

• Ability to understand and follow oral and written instructions.

• Physical strength and agility to perform routine and heavy manual tasks.
